So What’s Been Happening at Whangarei Intermediate Kura?
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Science Fair - Each year Whangarei Intermediate School holds a Science Fair open to all pupils from the school.  We are planning to hold our science fair during term 3.  Our most enthusiastic students are in the midst of planning their investigations.  The exhibits achieving excellence have the chance to participate in the Mid-Northern Regional Science Fair at Forum North. Mrs Lowther will be providing you with updates from time to time.  Watch this space.

Out of Hours Music Classes - Whangarei Intermediate School currently has music classes for flute, keyboard, drums, saxophone, trumpet, vocals & guitar.  Under this scheme music teachers from the community are subsidised by the Ministry of Education to take lessons after school.   Students pay $30 per term.  Spaces have become available in all the above instruments.  Please contact Bruce Kessell if you are keen to learn an instrument.
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Lunch-Time Activities - There is always something to do at lunchtimes.  Activities to promote non-threatening inter-class competitions are held in four-weekly blocks.  They may be kings court, basketball, netball, capture the flag, soccer etc.  By offering a wide selection of activities we try to cater for the interests and strengths of all students.  In summer the swimming pool is available on a team basis for lunchtime swimming.  There is also a large playground with plenty of physical challenges for students to hone their climbing skills.  Cultural activities such as choir and school band may also practice at lunchtime.
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Library – Our well-resourced library is a hive of activity during breaks.  It is open before school and during breaks for games both indoor and outdoor, student computer use and to read a wide variety of books and periodicals.  We also operate a homework club after school.  Please ask Garth Rhodda, our Librarian if you are interested to find out some more information.
